COUNSELOR INFORMATION
  In accordance with the Texas Conference Safe Sanctuary Policy, Choir Clinic welcomes counselors who meet the following criteria:
*Adult Leader/Counselor – Someone who is twenty-one (21) years of age or older.
*Assistant Leader/Counselor – Someone who is 18-20 years of age and has a high school diploma or equivalent.

Churches are expected to provide one counselor for every five grade level campers (Elementary, Middle School, High School). Counselors will be expected to pay a $30 fee.  In addition to the registration form, counselors must request a consent form for a background check, and submit it to their local church for screening. ELEMENTARY, MIDDLE SCHOOL, HIGH SCHOOL

ADULT HOUSING DESCRIPTIONS
FIRST-CLASS ACCOMODATIONS: (air-conditioned; bedding/towels furnished)
FAMILY LIFE:  Located near Pasadena Guest Quarters. Each building contains a quad of rooms. Three rooms contain 2 double beds and bath.  The fourth room in each quad contains one double bed, one twin bed, and a bath that is handicapped accessible.
FAIR VILLAGE:  Located on the southern edge of camp, these cabins are in a scenic wooded area. Although not a must, persons in these facilities will likely want to drive from the cabin to the common areas of camp. Each cabin contains two bedrooms, one or two bathrooms, a living area with two rollaway beds and a kitchenette.
STAFF HOUSE:  Located to the east of Copeland Center. This building contains 5 bedrooms with either twin or full beds. A bathroom is shared between each set of two rooms. A fifth bedroom has a private bath. There is also a living area and a fully equipped kitchen. This cabin will be reserved for female campers.

DORMITORY ACCOMODATIONS: (air-conditioned; bring your own bedding and towels)
ASBURY: Located to the north of Copeland Center, each of the four dorm buildings has six rooms; each dorm can accommodate 16 campers on single beds. Adequate shower, lavatories, and commodes are provided for the sixteen beds. 
HEARN: Located to the east of Copeland Center, each of the eight dorm buildings has four rooms; each dorm can accommodate 12 campers on single beds.  Adequate shower, lavatories, and commodes are provided for the twelve beds.
